Conditional Approval - General WPDES Permit for Pit/Trench Dewatering 

Dear Mr. Gorton,
The Department has reviewed the information submitted by Evangelical United Methodist Church for the Pike River Sanitary Sewer Crossing project requesting a Wisconsin Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (WPDES) permit.  The project consists of dewatering located at 1458 Horizon Blvd. Mount Pleasant, WI 53406 with surface water discharges to Pike River. This project is eligible for coverage under WPDES Permit No. WI-0049344-4.   

General Requirements for Pit/Trench Dewatering
Other Permits: Please note there may be other permits and/or approvals required by the Department or other state and local governments associated with your discharge activity.  It is your responsibility to secure all the appropriate approvals and permits prior to project startup.  This letter is not inclusive of these requirements.
The following requirements are not requirements under the Administrative Code requirements for this general permit but are required by other Administrative Codes.   These requirements are noted in the attached Fact Sheet, Support Document for the Pit/Trench Dewatering General Permit, R&R Sites and Contaminated Groundwater, and Related Drinking and Groundwater Program Requirements (http://dnr.wi.gov/topic/wateruse/). 

Any pit/trench dewatering system [high capacity pump(s)] with the capacity to withdraw greater than 70 gpm must be registered with the Department’s Water Use Program and comply with annual reporting requirements.  If the dewatering requires a high capacity well, and the total proposed design pump capacity is greater than 70 gpm, the operator must fill out a high capacity well application:

These references are a reminder of the requirements for high capacity well withdrawal approvals (see: s. NR 812.09, Wis. Adm. Code), for Water Use Registration and Reporting (see: ch. NR 856), and for Water Use Permitting (see: ch. NR 860, Wis. Adm. Code).  When pit-trench dewatering exceeds a 70m gpm design capacity, a plan and specs approval, withdrawal reporting, and a Water Use general permit may be required by the Drinking and Groundwater Program.   

Note that a high capacity dewatering well system approval must be obtained from the Bureau of Water Supply before initiating operation, if the total pump(s) capacity proposed for the system is greater than 70 gpm.  Any pit/trench dewatering system with the capacity to withdraw 70 gpm needs to be registered and report withdrawals with the Water Use Section.

If the system is located in the Great Lakes Basin and has the capacity to withdraw at a rate of greater than 70 gpm, a Water Use Permit may be needed in order to withdraw water as required by Wisconsin statutes implementing the Great Lakes –St. Lawrence River Basin Water Resources Compact (s. 281.346). For more information regarding Water Use permits contact (608)-266-2299.  Management of the project and control of the discharge must be done in compliance with the terms and conditions of these permits.

Permit Requirements  
1. Contaminated Groundwaters: This permit does not authorize any discharges of contaminated groundwater to surface waters of the state. If any contamination is suspected, the dewatering waters must be directed to the sanitary sewer system.

Special note: this location is known to have open (1) and closed Remediation and Redevelopment Sites located within 2000 ft. If any sheen is witnessed in the discharge, the permittee must cease operations immediately, take a sample for Oil/Grease, and contact the Department.
2. Sample point: Sample Points for Outfall 001 is a Surface Water Discharge with required monitoring for Flow, Total Suspended Solids, and Oil/Grease.
3. Reporting: Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMR) form (enclosed) summarizing the previous calendar year's activities, including a copy of the actual lab reports, are due January 15th but may be submitted any time before that date. Records required by this permit must be kept for the duration of the permit and made available for inspection by Department staff upon request.

4. Notice of discharge:  Any exceedances of permit limits shall be reported to the Department within 24 hours.
5. Effluent Limitations: Applicable effluent limitations are contained in the permit. Total Suspended Solids Monitoring is required for Surface Water discharges with a limit of 40 mg/L sampled weekly. Oil/Grease Monitoring is required for Surface Water and Groundwater discharges with  a limit of 40 mg/L. If a sheen is seen, take a sample for Oil/Grease, cease discharges, and notify the Department immediately.

6. Sampling Frequencies are weekly for Total Suspended Solids and for Oil/Grease.
7. TMDL: The proposed discharge is not located within a TMDL watershed. Additional TMDL reporting is not required at this time.
Chapter 147.023, Wisconsin Statutes, authorizes the Department to issue a general permit for discharge from specified categories or classes of point sources if they are not a significant contributor of pollution.  It is important that you read and understand the terms and conditions of the general permit because the general permit is enforceable.  Also, the general permit can be withdrawn if the point source is not in compliance with terms and conditions of the general permit.  

To challenge the reasonableness or necessity of any term or condition of the attached general permit, you may petition the Department to withdraw the general permit, and you can submit an application for regulation by a specific permit.  The process to issue a specific permit provides the applicant with a 30 day public notice comment period on a proposed permit condition and provides an opportunity for a public informational hearing and/or an adjudicatory hearing.
