Dear Mr. Rudisill:

I have reviewed your application submitted for a Wisconsin Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit for discharge of uncontaminated groundwater and surface water from the O’Dells Bay WWTF Outfall Construction

excavation.  The project involves excavation for new outfall pipe from the wastewater treatment facility to the Castle Rock Flowage. The discharge will be directed to a settling basin for settling prior to discharge to groundwater and/or the Castle Rock Flowage.  
Any high capacity dewatering well system must obtain approval from the Bureau of Drinking Water and Groundwater before initiating operation, if the total discharge proposed from the system is greater than 70 gpm. Your projects may require additional approvals from U.S. Corps of Engineers, WDNR, and local zoning authorities. 

This discharge is hereby authorized under the attached general permit WI-0049344-4.   If, for any reason, you are unable to access these documents, please contact me and I will send them to you. Management of the project and control of the discharge must be done in compliance with the requirements of this permit and the additional conditions below.

1) Effective term - Coverage at your facility will expire on June 30, 2014.  This allows time to complete the project, but does not allow for additional or extended dewatering without further Department review.
2) No discharges are authorized to outstanding or exceptional resource waters - This permit does not authorize any discharges to Outstanding or Exceptional Resource Waters as defined and listed in Wisconsin Administrative Code NR 102.10 and NR 102.11. 
3) No discharges to wetlands - This permit authorization does not allow any discharges to wetlands from your project, unless the Department determines, in writing, that the facility’s discharge meets the wetland protection requirements of Ch. NR 103, Wis. Adm. Code.  

4) Groundwater - If any type of groundwater contamination is encountered or even suspected (particularly petroleum products or solvents) the project must be halted at once and Department staff must be contacted on how to proceed.

5) Groundwater - To protect our groundwater aquifers, no dewatering wells may be placed or seepage discharges can occur in areas of known or suspected soil contamination.  Past land-use and material storage practices must be researched at all dewatering well and seepage discharge locations to determine if soil contamination is likely.  You may want to contact Department staff in the Remediation and Redevelopment program for assistance.

6) Erosion Control - Best management practices (such as splash pads and silt fences) must be used to break the velocity of all discharges, contain pumped silt and sand, etc., and prevent erosion of solids to surface waters.

7) Discharged Water - Best management practices such as geotextile filter bags will be used to decrease the velocity of discharged water from point wells as well as for water taken directly from the trench.  During dewatering from any trench the intake hose will be positioned above the bottom of the trench to minimize sediment withdrawal. 

8) Over 1 Acre – Any construction activity that disturbs over 1 acres requires a general permit for Stormwater Associated with Construction Site Activity, WPDES Permit No. WI-0067831.

9) Outfall Sites - The permittee shall have written approval from any landowner that will be impacted by discharge water at the Outfall Sites.  All Outfall Sites will utilize best management practices such as earthen berms, silt fences and straw bales to contain all discharged water.

10) Effluent limits (Surface Water Requirements} - Discharge Limitations for Pit/Trench Dewatering are listed on page 5 of 8 under the section for Discharges to Surface Water in the enclosed permit. 

i) Any exceedances of permit limits shall be reported to the Department within 24 hours of the permittee becoming aware of the exceedance.
ii) The average discharge flow shall be estimated for each dewatering project.  
iii) The sampling frequency for suspended solids and oil and grease shall for follow section 4.2: 
(a) One time per day on two different days during the first five days of discharge.  
(b) One time per week during the second through fifth calendar week of discharge.  
(c) One time per month after the fifth week for the remaining duration of the project.
iv) A typical discharge to a surface water (where discharged water meets the surface water) must be sampled and analyzed for total suspended solids [Page 5 of 8].  Grab samples are sufficient. 
v) Discharge suspended solids levels must stay below 40 mg/l.  A visual inspection of the grab sample shall be made during collection; if the water appears turbid or if it is suspected that the effluent limits are being exceeded the discharge will be stopped and additional best management practices will be implemented until the problem is corrected.  Observations of the grab samples shall be included in the inspection log. 
vi) Discharge oil and grease levels must stay below 15 mg/l.

11) Effluent limits – {Groundwater Requirements} Discharge Limitations for Pit/Trench Dewatering are listed on page 3 of 8 under the section for Discharges to Groundwater in the enclosed permit. 
i) Any exceedances of permit limits shall be reported to the Department 24 hours of the permittee becoming aware of the exceedance.
ii) The average discharge flow shall be estimated for each dewatering project.
iii) The sampling frequency for oil and grease shall follow section 4.2: 
(a) One time per day on two different days during the first five days of discharge.  
(b) One time per week during the second through fifth calendar week of discharge.  
(c) One time per month after the fifth week for the remaining duration of the project.
iv) Discharge oil and grease levels must stay below 15 mg/l.  
12) Solids - This project must be halted immediately if you notice a turbid discharge, or suspect that the effluent limits would be exceeded.  Further control measures must then be taken to prevent the discharge of solids to the surface water.

13) Dewatering Event Log - The permittee must keep a log each dewatering event along with any observation that may be relevant to the discharge, such as, rain events, visual character of discharge, erosion prevention measures taken, etc.

14) Reporting - Discharge Monitoring Reports summarizing monitoring results all for discharges must be postmarked no later than the 15th day of the month following a month in which discharge occurred, but may be sent to the address found on the bottom of the enclosed reporting form anytime prior to that date.  Please make a copy of the blank DMR and fill in the appropriate month and year.  Records required by this permit must be kept for the duration of the permit and made available for inspection by Department staff upon request.  When the project is completed, send a letter stating that the permit is no longer required due to completion of project

15) Prior notice of discharge – Please provide me with your project schedule, anticipated dates and locations of discharges, and your local project manager's name and phone number. My phone number is 715-421-7868.

Section 283.35, Stats., authorizes the Department to issue a general permit for discharges from categories or classes of point sources.  The Department may withdraw a facility from coverage under a general permit if it is determined that a discharge is a significant contributor of pollutants to waters of Wisconsin, if the source is not in compliance with the permit terms and conditions, if you request it and there would be site specific factors that would result in significantly different permit conditions, or in certain other cases set out in s. 283.35, Stats.  In lieu of general permit withdrawal, the Department may refer any violation of this permit to the Department of Justice for enforcement under s. 283.89, Stats. In order to remain in compliance and avoid any enforcement action, please read your permit carefully. 

If you believe coverage of this facility under this general WPDES Permit is not appropriate, you may petition the Department for withdrawal of coverage and, where appropriate, apply for issuance of an individual WPDES permit pursuant to section 283.35(2).  Issuance of such an individual permit will provide for a public comment period, and potentially a public informational hearing and/or an adjudicatory hearing.

To challenge the reasonableness of or necessity for any term or condition of the permit, s. 283.63, Stats., and ch. NR 203, Wis. Adm. Code, require that you file a verified petition for review with the Secretary of the Department of Natural Resources within 60 days after notice of the permit decision was issued by the Department.  For other permit-related decisions, such as the decision to confer general permit coverage to your facility, that are not reviewable pursuant to s. 283.63, Stats., it may be possible for permittees or other persons to obtain an administrative review pursuant to s. 227.42, Stats., and s. NR 2.05(5), Wis. Adm. Code, or a judicial review pursuant to s. 227.52, Stats.  If you choose to pursue one of these options, you should know that Wisconsin Statutes and Administrative Code establish time periods within which requests to review Department decisions must be filed.
