Dear Mr. Yahnke:

The Department has reviewed the information you submitted, dated July 19, 2012, requesting a Wisconsin Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (WPDES) permit for a pit/trench dewatering discharge. The Department has determined this discharge is eligible for coverage under the WPDES general permit.

This discharge is hereby authorized under the general permit WI-0049344-3.  A copy of the permit is being sent with the discharge monitoring report form.  Management of the project and control of the discharge must be done in compliance with requirements of this permit and the additional conditions below:
1. Effective Term: Coverage for your project will only extend to December 31, 2012. This allows time
  to complete the project, but does not allow for additional or extended dewatering without further  Department
  review.

2. No discharges are authorized to outstanding or exceptional resource waters: This permit does not

    authorize any discharges to Outstanding or Exceptional Resource Waters as defined in the Wisconsin 

    Administrative Code, NR 102.10 and NR 102.11.

3. No discharge to wetlands: This permit authorization does not allow any discharges to wetlands from your

    project unless the Department determines, in writing, that the project’s discharge meets the wetland 

    protection requirements of Ch. NR 103,Wis. Adm. Code.

4. Contaminated Groundwater Considerations: A review of Department databases of contaminated sites did
    not identify any LUST or ERP contamination at the project location.  However, if any type of groundwater

    contamination is encountered, or even suspected (particularly petroleum products or solvents), the project must

    be halted at once and Department staff must be contacted on how to proceed.

5. Groundwater requirements apply to Outfall Sumps 1 & 2: Effluent discharge limitations are listed in 
    section 3 of the permit, titled ‘Discharges to Groundwater’.

6.  Discharge Monitoring Requirements: The total flow, estimated in gallons per day, shall be recorded on the

     enclosed DMR.  The number of days must also be recorded on the DMR.  As specified in the permit, a typical

     discharge must be sampled and analyzed for total suspended solids (TSS).  The discharge of TSS must stay

     below 40 mg/L.  Monitoring for oil and grease is required during this project. Discharge of oil and grease must

     stay below 15 mg/L.
7.  Reporting:  Discharge Monitoring Reports (DMRs) must be submitted to the address on the bottom of the 

     form  by February 15, 2013. However, you are encouraged to submit the DMR as soon as the project is 

     completed.  Please make a copy of the blank DMR and fill in the appropriate year.  Records required by this
     permit must be kept for the duration of the permit and made available to the Department upon request.  The 

     permittee must keep a log of each dewatering event along with any observation that may be relevant to the

     discharge such as: rain events, visual character of the discharge, erosion prevention measures taken, etc.  Any

     exceedences of the permit limit shall be reported to the Department within 24 hours of the permittee becoming

     aware of them. Please notify me, when the project has been completed, my telephone number is (715) 839-

Please be aware that you are responsible for all additional approvals, if applicable from federal, state or local authorities.

Additional information regarding the Department’s legal authority in this matter, and your rights of appeal are shown (below).  If you do not understand the conditions of the general permit and your reporting obligations, please don’t hesitate to call.

LEGAL AUTHORITIES AND APPEAL RIGHTS
Section 283.35 Stats., authorizes the Department to issue a general permit for discharges from categories or classes of point sources.  The Department may withdraw a facility from coverage under a general permit if it is determined that a discharge is a significant contributor of pollutants to waters of Wisconsin, if the source is not in compliance with the permit terms and conditions, if you request it, or in certain other cases set out in s. 283.35, Stats.  In lieu of general permit withdrawal, the Department may refer any violations of this permit to the Department of Justice for enforcement under s. 283.89, Stats.
If you believe coverage of this facility under this permit is not appropriate, you may petition the Department for withdrawal of coverage and, where appropriate, apply for issuance of an individual WPDES permit pursuant to section 283.35(2), Stats.  Issuance of such an individual permit will provide for a public comment period and, potentially, a public informational hearing and/or an adjudicatory hearing.

Alternatively, you may request judicial or administrative review of the Department’s decision to cover your discharge under the enclosed general permit.  Either request must be submitted no later than 30 days after this letter was mailed.  To request judicial review of this decision pursuant to sections 227.52 and 227.53, Stats., a petition naming the Department of Natural Resources as respondent must be filed with appropriate circuit court and served on the Department.   To request a contested case hearing on this decision pursuant to section 227.42, Stats., a petition for hearing must be served on the Secretary of the Department of Natural Resources.  This notice is provided pursuant to s. 227.4892), Stats.
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
